Highlighting Certified Peer Programs
Foley (AL) High School Peer Helpers

The FHS Peer Helpers group is a Certified Peer Program (CPP) through the National Association of Peer Program Professionals. The Peer Helpers are committed to the NAPPP Code of Ethics which insists upon its members serving as role models for good choices. The CPP certification offers more visibility through informing community members at Rotary and Optimist meetings and through the Jennifer Claire Moore Foundation, a United Way organization, which fully funds the program. 
Foley High School senior Peer Leaders recently welcomed new friends. They spent two days teaching the process of peer mediation to the Andalusia High School Peer Helpers. The students became instant friends and are planning to reunite in Andalusia on April 9th to view their latest project. The FHS peer mediation team has been in action for 10 years; each year training a group of peer helpers who work with other students to help them peacefully resolve conflicts. The program fields between thirty and fifty mediations annually.

The Peer Helpers thrive on the idea that kids talk to and listen to other kids, so why not train those kids to be a positive support for each other? Through this philosophy, they work with their peers to educate and assist students in the area by offering services such as conflict resolution through peer mediations, academic support through peer tutoring, and emotional support through peer counseling and mentoring. They serve FHS and many of its feeder schools by offering other support programs such as Red Ribbon Week presentations, Mix It Up Day activities, Tobacco Cessation projects, Stop the Drop, and Youth Traffic Safety projects. Their impact is far reaching; this year alone they have impacted over 500 students through various services.

Foley High School surveyed its students in the spring of 1998 and found that while students were most concerned with stress, depression, self-concept, and career planning, they preferred to talk with a peer rather than an adult about their concerns. Since that time, the school’s peer helpers have addressed those concerns by training selected students to offer peer mentoring, mediation, and tutoring. Students in grades 10-12 can take a class in how to better help their peers. Life skills are gained through training and practice in communication skills, problem-solving techniques, decision-making strategies, and basic concepts of human behavior as they related to peer tutoring, mentoring, and conflict resolution. After nine weeks of training, students are assigned to work as tutors, mediators, and/or mentors.

A Peer Leadership course helps students enhance their skills as tutors, mediators, and mentors through advanced leadership training. Students learn group facilitation techniques, become familiar with various school and community resources, and learn techniques for conducting a needs assessment. They learn to recognize and accommodate the need for additional training of peer helpers as they assist the instructor.

Julie Champion, CPPE, has trained students at Foley High School through an elective course for credit and students at Andalusia and Paul Bryant High Schools through extracurricular training and retreat settings. She is looking forward to her next visit at Paul Bryant High School in Tuscaloosa, Alabama, to work with their sponsors and mediators in April.

“I have also assisted in the implementation of new programs at Gulf Shores, Spanish Fort, Robertsdale, Daphne, and Baldwin County High Schools. I recently trained the new trainers and peer mediations teams at Summerdale, Elberta, and Foley Middle Schools,” Julie said. “This program has changed not only the lives of students in need and those helping, it has also forever changed my life. The work is so fulfilling, and I could not spend a day on a school campus without this group.”

Gulf Shores (AL) High School Peer Helpers
Another Certified Peer Program in Alabama is the Gulf Shores High School Peer Helpers. Nelda Reichley, CPPE, is sponsor of the Peer Helpers.
Course Rationale

Research shows that teens look to their peers for guidance and approval and that they prefer to confide in peers about important issues and concerns. Research also shows that schools with peer programs are showing success in overall school improvement. The GSHS Peer Helpers program was designed to train selected students in basic communication skills, mentoring, mediation, tutoring, and modeling behaviors. The purpose of the program is to use trained students as a resource for GSHS students and the community. 

Goals and Objectives

· to demonstrate the importance of making positive life choices by modeling appropriate behaviors 

· to adhere to the NAPPP Code of Ethics

· to adhere to school and classroom rules

· to build more meaningful relationships among students through counseling and mentoring

· to learn basic communication skills, including attending, empathy, assertiveness, confrontation, and problem solving

· to learn about certain problems and dangers that teens face, such as alcoholism, divorce, grief, eating disorders, Internet safety, and drug abuse

· to provide a confidential atmosphere for students where they can be listened to by trained peer helpers who are willing to help them find possible solutions to problems

· to provide new students with a support system of peers

· to provide awareness and prevention programs and presentations to GSHS students as well as to students in neighboring schools

· to assess the needs of the student body and to obtain needs assessment from school counselors 

· to plan programs and presentations according to needs assessment 
· to help provide a safe atmosphere for students by preventing the escalation of conflicts 

· to train students in the peer mediation process, to practice by role playing, and to provide peer mediation to students who are referred for it

· to provide information to administrators, counselors, and teachers about the referral process and peer mediation as a resource 

· to form relationships with other Peer Helper programs in Baldwin County and to initiate and support additional peer programs in all middle and high schools in Baldwin County

· to plan and implement joint projects and presentations

· to meet with other Baldwin County peer programs annually to share ideas and successes

· to inform County School Board members and other officials about peer helper programs and to encourage the formation of peer programs in additional schools

The FFA Partners in Active Learning Support (PALS) and LifeKnowledge Programs - PALS is a mentoring program that matches high school agriculture students with elementary school students. PALS emphasizes agricultural awareness, health and safety, civic engagement, and student learning within a student development model. That model empowers those involved to build trust in others and to develop positive self-esteem, both of which are critically lacking in many of today’s youth. Great things happen when PALS comes to town. The program brings parents and members of the community back into the school and into their children's education. By providing a solid framework, it creates synergy among the participants so that everyone involved is enriched in the process. It also provides a way for students to fulfill the FFA motto: Learning to Do, Doing to Learn, Earning to Live, Living to Serve. FFA will also present information on LifeKnowledge and Rural Youth Development Grant Program.
Peer Information Center for Teens (PICT), Richmond, IN (PICT was created in 1986 to help teens make informed, responsible decisions about their behaviors in order to reduce unwanted teenage pregnancy, substance abuse, school dropout, interpersonal violence, and destructive behaviors. PICT’s motto is “HELPING OTHERS HELP THEMSELVES.” PICT trains high school students to listen to and help peers through one to one discussions, prevention/education workshops, mediations, and referrals. Peer Helpers at Richmond High School receive 90 hours of training in communication, information, referral, and conflict management. In 2008, PICT was one of the ten Act Out Loud contest finalists nationwide. 709 PICT Peer Helpers have given more than 117,500 hours of service, serving 5,000+ same age and younger peers each year. Awards include the first Indiana Governor's Community Service and Volunteerism Award in 2006; Indiana Exemplary Youth Organization (1987); Lilly Organizational Renewal Program (1988); President's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Governor's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Youth Service America Healthy Living and Prevention Award (1995); NAPPP 2002 Peer Program of the Year; and first NAPPP Certified Peer Program (2002).

Cathedral High School, Peer Mentors, Indianapolis - A NAPPP Certified Peer Program and 2005 Indiana Department of Education State Peer Program of the Year, Cathedral High School's peer mentoring program began in 1986. Cathedral's need for this program stems from the fact that more than 60 elementary and middle schools are represented in each incoming freshman class. Cathedral's peer mentoring program is designed to enhance the connectedness between the freshman student and the Cathedral community as a whole. The peer mentors provide leadership for the school community. The peer mentors demonstrate this leadership in their daily actions as role models. The peer mentors also serve as retreat leaders throughout the school year in school sponsored retreats. Peer mentors also assist freshman students by mentoring, listening on a weekly basis, and offering conflict mediation when needed. The two day Freshmen Orientation and Freshmen Dance are organized and implemented by the peer mentors, along with participation in the Welcoming Freshmen Family Mass. The peer mentors also assist transfer students into Cathedral High School throughout the school year.
National Youth Traffic Safety Month - May

The Issue

Car crashes are the No. 1 killer of teens and the summer is the deadliest time of year for America’s youth. Distracted driving increases the risk of crashes. 
· Using a cell phone while driving, whether it’s hand-held or hands-free, delays a driver's reactions as much as having a blood alcohol concentration at the legal limit of .08 percent. (Source: University of Utah)

· 80 percent of all crashes and 65 percent of near crashes involve some type of distraction. (Source: Virginia Tech 100-car study for NHTSA)

· Nearly 6,000 people died in 2008 in crashes involving a distracted or inattentive driver, and more than half a million were injured. (NHTSA) 

· The worst offenders are the youngest and least-experienced drivers: men and women under 20 years of age. (NHTSA)

· Drivers who use hand-held devices are four times as likely to get into crashes serious enough to injure themselves. (Source: Insurance Institute for Highway Safety)
