NAPPP Board Supports Legislation - Teen Driving Bill Focuses on Peer-to-Peer Education and Prevention 
Rep. Michael Capuano (D-MA) has introduced H.R. 5949, the Students Taking Action for Road Safety Act of 2010 (STARS), in the U.S. House of Representatives. Senator Amy Klobuchar (D-MN) introduced companion bill S. 3679 in the Senate. The Act authorizes $25 million a year in FY 2011 through 2015 for a state grant program to support school and community peer-to-peer education and prevention programs for teen drivers (those under 21). The program includes a formula for distributing the funds based, in part, on the number of teen drivers in a state. States would receive no less than $200,000 under the program, and states would specifically be allowed to suballocate funds to nonprofits.
Under this grant program, funds could be used to improve the safety of teen drivers by:
· Working with student-led groups and advisors from schools to plan and implement teen safety programs;
· Providing sub-grants to schools to support the establishment and expansion of teen-focused student groups;
· Creating statewide or regional websites to publicize and circulate information on teen safety programs;
· Conducting outreach and providing educational resources for parents;
· Establishing teen driver state or regional advisory councils to provide input and recommendations to the governor and governor’s safety representatives on teen safety issues;
· Collaborating with law enforcement; 
· Organizing and hosting state and regional teen driver safety conferences;
· Establishing partnerships and promoting collaboration among community stakeholders (including public, private and nonprofit entities); and
· Funding the position of a state or regional teen safety program coordinator.

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Mentors Help Peers at B-CU Improve Writing Skills

DAYTONA BEACH -- Vershon McCray went to a crowded high school in Jacksonville and didn't get the one-on-one he said he needed to be able to write essays and papers for college. He struggled with writing until he got help from the Wildcats Write Center at Bethune-Cookman University as part of the Quality Enhancement Program. 

The center, which started last fall after a small pilot was conducted, has peer mentors who work with freshmen in three college prep English classes. Their goal is to help them improve their writing skills and promote self-esteem and positive attitudes toward writing. Tuesday, the university promoted the mentor program and writing center with special outdoor classes in the middle of campus. 

Lack of writing skills among incoming freshmen is a state and national problem, Bethune-Cookman officials said. In the fall of 2008, a college report showed 74.4 percent of new freshmen at Bethune-Cookman needed two or more college preparatory or remediation courses, including English, reading and math. The Bethune-Cookman report also outlines other studies showing declines statewide and nationally in writing scores. 

Morris Wolff, new director of the Quality Enhancement Program and the Wildcats Writing Center, said high school students are entering college without proper writing skills. Some may not even be able to form a sentence or paragraph, he said. 

The problem is "severe," he added, but one that can be fixed. The culture of texting and using acronyms, though, isn't helping matters, he said. 

Lori Partington, lead English instructor for the Quality Enhancement Program and Write Center, said high schools have been focused more the last five to 10 years on standardized testing results and spending less time teaching "lifelong writing skills." 

Daytona State College opened a writing center in the fall, but with full-time professional tutors and faculty volunteers. "It's a good retention tool," said Michelle McCraney, a Daytona State College associate vice president. "If (a student) is frustrated with their writing and they don't know where to go for help, now they know where to go." 

At Bethune-Cookman, Carol Johnson, dean of the school of education, is hoping to eventually expand and have writing centers in each of its seven academic schools on campus. As part of the pilot program last year, McCray, 21, a Bethune-Cookman junior, learned grammar, punctuation and "how to express my feelings in writing."  "Now I like it. I can write any time," said McCray, who is now taking college English. 

Currently, there are 73 freshmen getting help from 40 student mentors in the yearlong program. The mentors, who receive a stipend each semester, also take a course on mentoring. Carol Brown, the coordinator who trains the mentors, said sometimes students listen more to their own peers as opposed to an instructor. 

Ketrina Childs, 20, a sophomore from Michigan, is a mentor working with two students. Childs was her high school's valedictorian and wants to be a high school social science teacher. "I want to be a role model and someone they can look up to," Childs said. "It's important for me to be there and help them succeed."  She's been helping Laquanda Smith, 19, of South Carolina with writing and tutoring her in other classes. 

"The (mentor) is on our level. They are going through the same thing we are going through," Smith said. 

Partington said mentors and freshmen involved in the Write Center will also participate in community projects this year, including developing some web content for the city of Daytona Beach for the Black Heritage Trail and a brochure regarding activities for college students in Daytona Beach. 

Other area universities are also helping students. Stetson University in DeLand has had a writing center with peer tutors since at least 2002. About 400 students visit the center each year, according to Michael Barnes, associate professor who runs the center. Less than half are enrolled in freshman English classes and others include upper-level students from various courses, Barnes said. 

Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University has had a writing center for about five years with paid student tutors. 

"I think students feel more comfortable with (peer tutors)," said Clare Douglass-Little, assistant professor and director of Embry-Riddle's Writing Center.

Students Against Destructive Decisions 

(SADD) started out 30 years ago with a mission to prevent drunk driving. In 1997, they changed their name in response to student requests to expand their focus into all areas of destructive behaviors. Their peer-to-peer program provides information and tool kits to help educate and deliver their prevention messages through communities and schools. 
Currently there are 10,000 chapters and a half million kids involved.

SADD Chairman & CEO Stephen Wallace says they are working to empower kids to speak up in dangerous situations and are using social media to portray the behavior as uncool. Their research has found that if asked, 89 percent will stop texting and 68 percent will stop using the phone behind the wheel. However, most don’t speak up—46 percent won’t tell someone to stop texting. “Kids are fearless. They don’t think it will happen to them,” says Wallace.
