NAPPP was represented at the National Organizations for Youth Safety (NOYS) meeting on November 12-13 in Washington D.C. by Judy Tindall, Ph.D., President of NAPPP and Vice President of NOYS. More than 40 organizations were represented at the meeting.

NOYS is a not-for-profit organization whose mission is to promote youth empowerment and leadership and build partnerships that save lives, prevent injuries, and enhance safe and healthy lifestyles among all youth. NOYS programs and activities include National Youth Traffic Safety Month; Rural Youth Traffic Safety Message Campaign, YOUTH-Turn, and Speak Out. NOYS is supported by membership fees, youth participating and youth serving organizations, federal governmental agencies, business, industry group and foundation membership, and strategic supporters.
 

The meeting included featured presentations from FCCLS, National Youth Traffic Safety Month, AFHK, DCH Auto Zoom Safer, AAMVA, CADCA, RADD, NAPPP, and a speaker concerning suicide prevention efforts. Youth in attendance did a visited the Senate. Kevin Jennings, Assistant Deputy Secretary, office of Safe and Drug Free Schools spoke on "Creating an Environment Where Everyone Can Learn: Addressing Bullying and harassment in our Schools.”

The Case for Certification in the Peer Program Field
NAPPP offers Certifications for Individuals, Programs, Curriculum and Organizations. Certifications are important to tell others that you and/or your program has met a certain criteria. In today's age of information explosion, it is important in the peer program field to know that you as a peer program teacher have met the criteria to be certified as a CPPE (Certified Peer Professional Educator). This tells your administrator, parents, other staff members, and peer helpers that you have had training to learn about the NAPPP Programmatic Standards and Ethics and how to implement an effective program. You may get this CPPE certification through attending NAPPP Training Institutes or other trainings that have similar content such as the PALS training in Texas and California. 
 

You may be interested in reviewing your program through the process of the NAPPP Programmatic Standards and Ethics and the Rubric. After that process, please complete the NAPPP Certified Program application and certify your program. This tells stakeholders and the public that your program has met the NAPPP Programmatic Standards and demonstrates effectiveness in the field. Furthermore, if you have developed a curriculum, you may want your curriculum to go through the process of receiving an NAPPP Certified Curriculum status. If your whole schools district has had a peer program for a period of time, you may want your whole district to become NAPPP Certified Organization with Peer Programs.

 

Certifications tells the public, your stakeholders and the peer helpers themselves that they have a quality program that meets national standards and has gone through a credentialing process. For more information, please go to www.peerprogramprofessionals.org.

The FFA Partners in Active Learning Support (PALS) and LifeKnowledge Programs - PALS is a mentoring program that matches high school agriculture students with elementary school students. PALS emphasizes agricultural awareness, health and safety, civic engagement, and student learning within a student development model. That model empowers those involved to build trust in others and to develop positive self-esteem, both of which are critically lacking in many of today’s youth. Great things happen when PALS comes to town. The program brings parents and members of the community back into the school and into their children's education. By providing a solid framework, it creates synergy among the participants so that everyone involved is enriched in the process. It also provides a way for students to fulfill the FFA motto: Learning to Do, Doing to Learn, Earning to Live, Living to Serve. FFA will also present information on LifeKnowledge and Rural Youth Development Grant Program.
Peer Information Center for Teens (PICT), Richmond, IN – PICT was created in 1986 to help teens make informed, responsible decisions about their behaviors in order to reduce unwanted teenage pregnancy, substance abuse, school dropout, interpersonal violence, and destructive behaviors. PICT’s motto is “HELPING OTHERS HELP THEMSELVES.” PICT trains high school students to listen to and help peers through one to one discussions, prevention/education workshops, mediations, and referrals. Peer Helpers at Richmond High School receive 90 hours of training in communication, information, referral, and conflict management. In 2008, PICT was one of the ten Act Out Loud contest finalists nationwide. 709 PICT Peer Helpers have given more than 117,500 hours of service, serving 5,000+ same age and younger peers each year. Awards include the first Indiana Governor's Community Service and Volunteerism Award in 2006; Indiana Exemplary Youth Organization (1987); Lilly Organizational Renewal Program (1988); President's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Governor's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Youth Service America Healthy Living and Prevention Award (1995); NAPPP 2002 Peer Program of the Year; and first NAPPP Certified Peer Program (2002).

Cathedral High School, Peer Mentors, Indianapolis - A NAPPP Certified Peer Program and 2005 Indiana Department of Education State Peer Program of the Year, Cathedral High School's peer mentoring program began in 1986. Cathedral's need for this program stems from the fact that more than 60 elementary and middle schools are represented in each incoming freshman class. Cathedral's peer mentoring program is designed to enhance the connectedness between the freshman student and the Cathedral community as a whole. The peer mentors provide leadership for the school community. The peer mentors demonstrate this leadership in their daily actions as role models. The peer mentors also serve as retreat leaders throughout the school year in school sponsored retreats. Peer mentors also assist freshman students by mentoring, listening on a weekly basis, and offering conflict mediation when needed. The two day Freshmen Orientation and Freshmen Dance are organized and implemented by the peer mentors, along with participation in the Welcoming Freshmen Family Mass. The peer mentors also assist transfer students into Cathedral High School throughout the school year.

A featured video on the Get Ur Good On website features the Spartan Sparkles, a group of cheerleaders from Pleasant Valley High School, Bettendorf, Iowa, who invited girls with developmental disabilities to join the squad. Ten girls with special needs, from autism to Down Syndrome, are part of the Spartan Sparkles cheerleading squad. The program is youth led and fully integrated into the high school sports program. The cheerleaders practice with the Sparkles two times each week, and they cheer at home football and basketball games.

SparkFinder Quiz Launched at Health Communities Healthy Youth Conference
