Baldwin County High School Peer Helper Program Named Certified Peer Program
The Baldwin County High School (BCHS) Peer Helpers Program, Bay Minette, Alabama, is the newest Certified Peer Program. The BCHS program was created to teach students the helping skills to assist others while promoting culture, increasing acceptance of others and encouraging kindness and respect among students. Their mission is “to train and equip young people with the skills needed to assist others to be the best they can be.” 

The program receives grant money from the Jennifer Claire Moore Foundation and holds several fund raising projects to raise additional funds.

Dr. Rachael McDaniel is sponsor of the peer program. Goals and objectives for BCHS Peer Helpers are:

1) To obtain skills that increase our abilities to help others help themselves

· Completing coursework and successfully understanding the 8 helping skills of a Peer Helper

· Build relationships with students in need

· By taking initiative to promote programs throughout the school and community as student leaders

2) To promote unity and diversity throughout Baldwin County High School and the community of Bay Minette

· Create programs that encourage student involvement and encourage diversity

· Exemplify examples of leadership by getting outside our comfort zones and promoting diversity within our own lives

3) To promote positive health in all areas

· To mentor younger students in physical, mental and emotional areas of our lives

· Researching and being aware of today’s problems facing youth so that we are better able to be aware and assist with them

Eight helping skills (attending, empathizing, summarizing, questioning, genuineness, assertiveness, confrontation, and problem-solving) are part of the training module along with mediation training.

A Peer Helper/Leader contract specifies that students will abide with the NAPPP Code of Ethics along with maintain confidentiality of program- related activities except when there is a threat of serious harm to self or others, when physical or sexual abuse is reported or when problems are severe enough beyond the expertise of peer helping at which time these exceptions will be reported to professional staff.

Dr. McDaniel noted that “students are empowered from the beginning by being put on committees and being assigned mentees. They are given tasks and expected to carry them out.” Peer helpers are expected to show leadership qualities and set an example for living a healthy lifestyle through taking initiative to promote programs that increase school culture, promote diversity and encourage responsibility of self. Students are given a high school credit for taking Peer Helper course and one for Peer Leaders.

Dr. McDaniel completed her Doctorate Degree in Education from Auburn University in 2009. While at Auburn, she served as Service Learning Coordinator for the College of Education and also as a research and teaching assistant. She was a facilitator for Alabama’s Black Belt Superintendent Association and served as a state liaison for the Principal Preparation and Design for the State of Alabama. She has presented her research both regionally and nationally. Topics of research include successful transition from middle to high school, program evaluation, and increasing school culture in high schools.

Teen Line Food for Thought Luncheon Highlights ‘Middle School Meanies’ Issue
“I am afraid to come to school because of harassment.”

“At my school, there are no consequences for bullying.”

“Things were thrown at me...I was kicked, tripped, spat on.”

These are excerpts from emails received by TEEN LINE, the teen-to-teen hotline affiliated with Cedars-Sinai Medical Center for more than 30 years. This year’s April 27th Food for Thought Luncheon focused on “Middle School Meanies” and was hosted by journalist Laura Ling, host/reporter on E! Investigates, a documentary series on the E! Network, which recently explored teen suicide.
This past year the media has highlighted the widespread problem of bullying and its tragic effects ranging from derailed self esteem to suicide. TEEN LINE honorees will address this issue from personal experience. 
The 2011 TEEN LINE Humanitarian Award was given to Katherine Schwarzenegger who considers her middle school years her “awkward phase” but has come not only to accept but to love her curvy, powerful, smart, sexy, and happy self. She wrote her book, “Rock What You’ve Got” to encourage young teens to develop a healthy body image and to love their inner and outer beauty despite others’ comments. She says, “My goal is to let girls know they’re not alone when they’re going through this.” 

The 2011 TEEN LINE Above and Beyond Award went to Edwin Aguilar, Assistant Director of Animation for The Simpsons. Born in El Salvador, at age 8 he reunited with his mother in Los Angeles. Growing up in a violent and abusive home he got into gang life, doing and selling drugs. However, by high school, gang life receded as people started paying attention to his art. He credits his art teacher, Dorothy Lee, for helping him get scholarships. Now the father of two children he loves working with kids, teaching them how to do a 30-second animation piece about teen issues. He volunteers with the Light Bringer Project in Pasadena and at Children’s Hospital GRID program. He states, “I want young people to know there are resources out there – that there’s help.” 

“The TEEN LINE mission,” says Dr. Elaine Leader, Executive Director, “is to provide a safety net for teenagers through its hotline, website, outreaches to youth and adult training workshops before their problems reach a crisis point. In 2010 nearly 35,000 teens and adults were reached through TEEN LINE’s Outreach Programs.”  Four teen volunteers were also honored on April 27th. Jordan Bloch and Julia Winokur received the Teen Hero Award, and Dorsa Davari and Aliza Levin the Outstanding Listener Awards.

Teacher Appreciation Dinner Honors Peer Helper Programs in Alabama
The Jennifer Claire Moore Foundation held its annual Teacher Appreciation Dinner on April 7th. Seventeen current Peer Helper Program schools were honored, and 17 new Peer Helper schools were introduced that will implement Peer Helper Programs during the 2011-12 school year. More than $76,000 was awarded in Peer Helper Program grants to these 34 Baldwin County schools.

NAPPP honored Frances Holk-Jones (right in photo below), founder of the Jennifer Claire Moore Foundation, who has been a CHAMPION OF PEER HELPING for not only Baldwin County but nationally by encouraging others to start peer helping programs that follow NAPPP Programmatic Standards and Ethics. Frances has promoted Certified Peer Programs (CPP) under the leadership of Certified Peer Program Educators (CPPE). 
NAPPP recognized Julie Champion, Foley High School Peer Helping teacher, as “Young Peer Programs Educator of the Year.” Julie has served not only as the Foley Peer Helping teacher but is a model to others. She has helped Baldwin County develop peer programs in other schools that follow NAPPP Programmatic Standards and Ethics. She is a NAPPP Certified Trainer/Consultant and coordinated the National Gulf Shores Training Institute held in February. Julie has promoted Certified Peer Programs (CPP) under the leadership of Certified Peer Program Educators (CPPE). 
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According to Julie Champion, the foundation’s first Peer Helper trainer, the program has about 1,000 students certified as Peer Helpers. The program has reached more than 15,000 Baldwin County students. In addition, the local Peer Helper instructors have certified several schools elsewhere in the state to teach the Peer Helper course. 

Dr. Alan Lee, superintendent of Baldwin County Public Schools, said the program is in a number of high schools and some middle schools. He said he expects it to be in all the school system’s high schools for the 2011-12 school year. 

“My belief is that, in order for us to be successful in taking care of children, we’ve got to have multiple options for children to receive help,” Dr. Lee said. “We know from research that kids often don’t go to adults when they’ve got issues, and a Peer Helper is just a person that’s out there that is one more option for a child,” Lee said. 

Peer Helpers he has spoken with have talked about tutoring other students “and just keeping an eye out for them. That’s probably the greatest example I can think of, of kids getting involved to help each other and maybe keeping kids from getting to that crisis mode,” Dr. Lee said.

Teen Dating Relationships: Opportunities for Youth to Define What's Healthy and Unhealthy
The Federal Interagency Workgroup on Teen Dating Violence, in collaboration with Concept Systems, Inc. (CSI), is conducting research to better understand how youth conceptualize healthy and unhealthy dating relationships. A recent review of the teen dating violence research indicated that youth are rarely involved in research, and this project is an effort to understand the views of youth, as well as how they might be similar to or different from the views of adults.

The research project is organized into two phases. In the first phase, concept mapping will be used to create a visual representation of the ways youth and adults perceive teen dating relationships. Concept mapping is an approach that enables groups of people to reach consensus. It reduces the power differences between groups of people, like youth and adults. The concept mapping tool will be used to examine the similarities and differences in the conceptualized models of youth and adults (e.g., parents or other adults in community, practitioners, and researchers) to determine the value that youth place on various relationship characteristics. Concept mapping will hopefully result in a better understanding of adolescent relationship features from the standpoint of youth. Results of this project can be used to improve interventions and responses to teen dating violence.

Concept Mapping
Concept mapping participants for this project will include youth (ages 11-22) and adults (federal employees, researchers, practitioners and advocates), that will be invited to contribute to one or more of the following concept mapping activities:

1. Brainstorming: Participants (up to 250 youth/150 adults) will provide responses to a prompt (“A thought, feeling, action or behavior that teens in dating relationships might have or do is…”) via the internet. 

2. Sorting: Participants (up to 50 youth/50 adults) will sort the list of statements into smaller groups or themes that make sense to them.

3. Rating: Participants (up to250/150 adults) will rate each of the statements on two different value dimensions.

Facilitated Discussions
The second phase will consist of eight facilitated discussions, where  results of the conceptual framework will be reviewed. Discussions will include youth and adult participants and will be held in multiple locations across the country. The goal is to provide greater depth of understanding and highlight implications for promotion and prevention efforts.
Partner News
In May, youth engage in peer to peer education efforts to address the #1 cause of death for youth in the U.S. - traffic crashes. According to National Highway Traffic Safety Administration data, eight out of the ten deadliest days for youth on our nation's highways are between May and August with May 20th averaging as the deadliest day. Youth work to create change in their communities to save lives and prevent injuries. 
During National Youth Traffic Safety Month, the Decade of Action for Road Safety will be officially launched May 11. A global event, national and local launches in every time zone of the world will combine with one message: it is Time for Action. You can plan or join national or local events in your community. See http://www.who.int/roadsafety/decade_of_action/launch/en/index.html. NOYS’ Resources section has additional launch ideas.

More than 200 high schools are implementing Act Out Loud projects addressing distracted driving. Through support of The Allstate Foundation, $100,000 will be awarded. Check to see what high schools in your state are doing to Act Out at www.actoutloud.org. 
A NOYS and Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Traffic Safety Leaders Scholarship was established to recognize youth who have taken the lead to address traffic safety as they pursue their post-secondary education. This scholarship provides awards for U.S. high school students who are currently high school juniors or seniors and planning to attend a two-year or four-year college or university and continue their efforts to address traffic safety. Three scholarships are available. Two (2) $1,000 scholarships, and one (1) $500 scholarship will be awarded based on peer review of applicant information. 
Stop Bullying Now!
HRSA’s Stop Bullying Now! Campaign and National 4-H have announced a partnership that will provide insight into bullying prevention. 4-H youth have demonstrated a commitment to address bullying in schools and communities. 4-H youth expressed concern that bullying is escalating in high schools in particular, and the youth communicated the need for peer-to-peer engagement, as well as commitment and reinforcement from adults on this important issue.

Many of the young people announced plans to engage their school principals and other youth leadership groups to advance the cause, and all agreed that more can be done to break down cliques that are deeply rooted in youth culture by the high school years. Tolerance was a key concept , and the message was spread that “bullying does not have to be part of everyday life.”
