According to Mix It Up at Lunch Day organizers who responded to a 2008 survey conducted by Quality Education Data, the Mix It Up program produces powerful results:
· 97% of respondents said students' interactions were positive during Mix It Up at Lunch Day.

· 95% of respondents said Mix It Up at Lunch Day prompted students to interact with people outside of their normal social circles.

· 92% of respondents said Mix It Up at Lunch Day increased awareness about social boundaries and divisions within school.

· 83% of respondents said the event helped students make new friends.

· 79% of respondents said as a result of the Day students have heightened sensitivity towards tolerance and social justice issues.

· 78% of the respondents said as a result of the Day students seem more comfortable interacting with different kinds of people.

In addition to the training, attendees will also receive materials and learn about different types of peer programs, including:

The FFA Partners in Active Learning Support (PALS) and LifeKnowledge Programs - PALS is a mentoring program that matches high school agriculture students with elementary school students. PALS emphasizes agricultural awareness, health and safety, civic engagement, and student learning within a student development model. That model empowers those involved to build trust in others and to develop positive self-esteem, both of which are critically lacking in many of today’s youth. Great things happen when PALS comes to town. The program brings parents and members of the community back into the school and into their children's education. By providing a solid framework, it creates synergy among the participants so that everyone involved is enriched in the process. It also provides a way for students to fulfill the FFA motto: Learning to Do, Doing to Learn, Earning to Live, Living to Serve. FFA will also present information on LifeKnowledge and Rural Youth Development Grant Program.
Peer Information Center for Teens (PICT), Richmond, IN – PICT was created in 1986 to help teens make informed, responsible decisions about their behaviors in order to reduce unwanted teenage pregnancy, substance abuse, school dropout, interpersonal violence, and destructive behaviors. PICT’s motto is “HELPING OTHERS HELP THEMSELVES.” PICT trains high school students to listen to and help peers through one to one discussions, prevention/education workshops, mediations, and referrals. Peer Helpers at Richmond High School receive 90 hours of training in communication, information, referral, and conflict management. In 2008, PICT was one of the ten Act Out Loud contest finalists nationwide. 709 PICT Peer Helpers have given more than 117,500 hours of service, serving 5,000+ same age and younger peers each year. Awards include the first Indiana Governor's Community Service and Volunteerism Award in 2006; Indiana Exemplary Youth Organization (1987); Lilly Organizational Renewal Program (1988); President's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Governor's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Youth Service America Healthy Living and Prevention Award (1995); NAPPP 2002 Peer Program of the Year; and first NAPPP Certified Peer Program (2002).

Cathedral High School, Peer Mentors, Indianapolis - A NAPPP Certified Peer Program and 2005 Indiana Department of Education State Peer Program of the Year, Cathedral High School's peer mentoring program began in 1986. Cathedral's need for this program stems from the fact that more than 60 elementary and middle schools are represented in each incoming freshman class. Cathedral's peer mentoring program is designed to enhance the connectedness between the freshman student and the Cathedral community as a whole. The peer mentors provide leadership for the school community. The peer mentors demonstrate this leadership in their daily actions as role models. The peer mentors also serve as retreat leaders throughout the school year in school sponsored retreats. Peer mentors also assist freshman students by mentoring, listening on a weekly basis, and offering conflict mediation when needed. The two day Freshmen Orientation and Freshmen Dance are organized and implemented by the peer mentors, along with participation in the Welcoming Freshmen Family Mass. The peer mentors also assist transfer students into Cathedral High School throughout the school year.
Mix it Up at Lunch Day
The event is a simple call to action: take a new seat in the cafeteria. By making the move, students can cross the invisible lines of school division, meet new people, and make new friends.

Organization tips for teachers:

· Use our downloadable posters and other materials at http://www.tolerance.org/mix-it-up/downloads in combination with your own banners to promote the day around your school.

· Use the Mix It Up Survey (PDF) (http://www.tolerance.org/sites/default/files/general/mixsurvey.pdf) to see what social boundaries exist at your school.

· Pull together a group of students who also want to challenge the social boundaries at school and form a planning committee.

· Ask administrators to put Mix It Up at Lunch Day on the school calendar.

· Meet with the cafeteria staff to help organize the events.

· Be creative. Everyone takes a lunch period in school, even if it's not in the cafeteria. If you have an open campus, for example, encourage students to have lunch with a different group while off campus and report back on their experiences.

· Create rewards and incentives for work to honor students who participate.
Empowering Youth: How to Encourage Young Leaders to do Great Things - Bookworm Wednesday
Member Kelly Curtis, M.S., author of Empowering Youth: How to Encourage Young Leaders to Do Great Things, writes that her 12-year-old daughter, Deena Whitwam, will speak in a breakout session at the National Healthy Communities/Healthy Youth conference in Cincinnati November 5-7.

Deena is sharing her recipe for success with her neighborhood book club, Bookworm Wednesday. The concepts Kelly shares in her book have been instrumental in guiding her efforts to support Deena’s efforts.

Deena was named a Youth Leader for Literacy, by NEA and YSA, and her project is to help other young people to begin their own neighborhood book clubs. Deena started the Bookworm Wednesday project as a fifth grader and now — as a Youth Leader for Literacy — has expanded her efforts to help other young people start neighborhood book clubs in their own neighborhoods. She speaks at regional and national conferences to teach other young people ways to start a book club, as well as speaking to adults about what they can do to support young leaders like her.
