A new Missouri law prohibits drivers 21 years of age or younger from sending, reading, or writing an electronic message while driving. 

"Young people will be forced to at least keep their fingers off their keyboards while they drive,” said Leanna Depue, director of Highway Safety or the Missouri Department of Transportation. 

"The law is a small step toward counteracting some of the distracted driving that causes crashes in Missouri."

"With cars traveling at 70 mph, it is horrifying to realize so many young, inexperienced drivers don't have their eyes on the road," said Depue.

Legislation encouraging these types of laws which ban texting have been encouraged at the federal level with proposals saying states who didn't ban texting could risk losing federal highway funding. 

Missouri is the 23rd state to ban texting while driving, but is one of only nine to single out a particular age group. The fine for texting while driving under Missouri's new law is $200.

“If negative peer pressure is a primary factor in leading some youth to commit a crime, offense and/or violation, then positive peer pressure can be harnessed and redirected to become a positive force and lead other youth to adhere to the rule of law and become more productive citizens,” Scott said.  “These peer justice and youth empowerment programs harness positive peer pressure and utilize it in a peer judgment setting to adjust the anti-social, delinquent, and criminal behavior of other youth.  The peer judgment and positive peer pressure aspects of these youth justice programs are the two primary programmatic elements which separate these juvenile justice programs from all the others. “

The FFA Partners in Active Learning Support (PALS) and LifeKnowledge Programs - PALS is a mentoring program that matches high school agriculture students with elementary school students. PALS emphasizes agricultural awareness, health and safety, civic engagement, and student learning within a student development model. That model empowers those involved to build trust in others and to develop positive self-esteem, both of which are critically lacking in many of today’s youth. Great things happen when PALS comes to town. The program brings parents and members of the community back into the school and into their children's education. By providing a solid framework, it creates synergy among the participants so that everyone involved is enriched in the process. It also provides a way for students to fulfill the FFA motto: Learning to Do, Doing to Learn, Earning to Live, Living to Serve.  FFA will also present information on LifeKnowledge and Rural Youth Development Grant Program.
Peer Information Center for Teens (PICT), Richmond, IN – PICT was created in 1986 to help teens make informed, responsible decisions about their behaviors in order to reduce unwanted teenage pregnancy, substance abuse, school dropout, interpersonal violence, and destructive behaviors.  PICT’s motto is “HELPING OTHERS HELP THEMSELVES.”  PICT trains high school students to listen to and help peers through one to one discussions, prevention/education workshops, mediations, and referrals. Peer Helpers at Richmond High School receive 90 hours of training in communication, information, referral, and conflict management.  In 2008, PICT was one of the ten Act Out Loud contest finalists nationwide. 709 PICT Peer Helpers have given more than 117,500 hours of service, serving 5,000+ same age and younger peers each year. Awards include the first Indiana Governor's Community Service and Volunteerism Award in 2006; Indiana Exemplary Youth Organization (1987); Lilly Organizational Renewal Program (1988); President's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Governor's Volunteer Action Group (1990); Youth Service America Healthy Living and Prevention Award (1995); NAPPP 2002 Peer Program of the Year; and first NAPPP Certified Peer Program (2002).

Cathedral High School, Peer Mentors, Indianapolis - A NAPPP Certified Peer Program and 2005 Indiana Department of Education State Peer Program of the Year, Cathedral High School's peer mentoring program began in 1986. Cathedral's need for this program stems from the fact that more than 60 elementary and middle schools are represented in each incoming freshman class. Cathedral's peer mentoring program is designed to enhance the connectedness between the freshman student and the Cathedral community as a whole. The peer mentors provide leadership for the school community. The peer mentors demonstrate this leadership in their daily actions as role models. The peer mentors also serve as retreat leaders throughout the school year in school sponsored retreats. Peer mentors also assist freshman students by mentoring, listening on a weekly basis, and offering conflict mediation when needed. The two day Freshmen Orientation and Freshmen Dance are organized and implemented by the peer mentors, along with participation in the Welcoming Freshmen Family Mass. The peer mentors also assist transfer students into Cathedral High School throughout the school year.

No Kidding: Straight Talk from Teen Parents 

No Kidding is a program developed by YouthLaunch, Austin, TX, in partnership with the Texas Attorney General's Child Support Division. No Kidding engages a team of young parents as peer educators to educate other young people about the rights, responsibilities, and realities of teenage parenting through interactive presentations for 6th through 12th graders. The program addresses the legal and financial ramifications of teenage childbearing in a manner that not only resonates with young audiences but also promotes the individual and social responsibility of the peer educators. 

A unique facet of No Kidding is the mentor program. Mentors are returning Peer Educators who have many hours of classroom experience and who continually go above and beyond the requirements of the program.  Peer Educators who meet these criteria and are interested in the opportunity to further their growth and professional development by supporting incoming peer educators apply to be mentors. This year five mentors are assisting in training and supporting their peers as well as providing positive feedback to ensure that every No Kidding presentation meets high standards of excellence. 
Distracted Driving
Senior transportation officials, elected officials, safety advocates, law enforcement representatives, and academics recently met in Washington, DC to discuss how to combat distracted driving. U.S. Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood said, “We’ve learned from past safety awareness campaigns that it takes a coordinated strategy combining education and enforcement to get results. That’s why this meeting with experienced officials, experts and law enforcement will be such a crucial first step in our efforts to put an end to distracted driving.”

A number of deadly accidents involving text messaging behind the wheel have called attention to the dangerous problem of distracted driving. Last year, a commuter train crash in California involving an operator who was texting on a cell phone killed 25 people and injured 135 others. In another incident, a Florida truck driver admitted to texting moments before a collision with a school bus that killed a student. In yet another, only a few weeks ago, a 17-year-old high school student from Peoria, Illinois was killed when she drove off the road while texting with friends.

Added Secretary LaHood, “The bottom line is, distracted driving is dangerous driving.  Following the summit, I plan to announce concrete steps we will take to make drivers think twice about taking their eyes off the road for any reason.”

According to a study by Virginia Tech Transportation Institute, distracted driving is the leading cause of traffic crashes nationwide. Eighty percent of crashes involve some form of driver distraction, and teens admit texting is the number one thing that diverts their attention while driving. Half of all teen drivers say they send text messages while driving. 
Research from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration shows that nearly 6,000 people died in vehicle crashes involving a distracted or inattentive driver in 2008, LaHood said, about one-sixth of the 37,000 vehicle deaths reported last year. About half a million people were injured in distracted driving crashes, he said, adding that on any given day in 2008, more than 800,000 vehicles were driven by someone using a handheld cell phone.

To date, he noted, some 200 bills addressing distracted driving have been submitted to legislatures in 46 states.

However, experts on the first of several panels at the summit said distracted driving is a complex issue, noting that police officers often vary in how they report distracted driving. Quite often, police at crash scenes must rely on what drivers say they were doing just before a crash, and with a greater focus on the dangers of texting while driving, many drivers may not admit they were texting at the time, they noted.

"Drivers are less likely to admit distraction," said John Lee, a professor in industrial and systems engineering at University of Wisconsin in Madison. "Unlike alcohol that leaves a trace, there's no evidence."
